STUDENT ACCIDENT/INJURY INSURANCE 
As in previous years, an accident/injury insurance cover is 
available through the P&C at a cost of $4.40 per student .  
This will cover your child for one year, 24 hours a day

covered at home.  Broken bones, stitches etc. are only 
covered if they occur at school.
