It was dawn on 25" April 1915 as my fellow soldiers and |
were approaching the rugged cliffs of the Gallipoli
Peninsular.

The Turks had taken up all the good positions on the
beach. We were left with a rock face in front of us and
Turks firing down.
We were wading through freezing cold waters. The
trenches were wet, muddy and smelly. My fellow
soldiers were wounded and dying around me.
Eight thousand of our men were killed. | was shot twice
in the arm. It hurt a lot but | kept on going because | was
fighting for Australia, My Country.
The meaning of ANZAC is Australian New Zealand Army
Corps. These men fought for the peace and freedom and
enjoy today.
Australia is the best country in the world because
everyone is friendly and we don’t wee war in our country.
We can work without worries, go on holidays, lay sport,
go fishing, ride motorbikes and do almost anything we
want to do because we have the freedom of choice. This
is because the Anzacs fought for our freedom in World
War | and Il and in other wars since then.
