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BER – Primary Schools of the 21 st Century  
I am very pleased to announce that the 
Federal Government has approved $850,000 
worth of building works at Jerilderie Public 
school under the P21 Stimulus Package. We 
can expect a new 21st Century quality 
classroom, administration block upgrade and 
art-room upgrade. The Riverina contract 
managers, a Sydney based company called 
Laing O'Rourke, will contact our school very 
soon with further details. They will also 
undertake a site assessment in the near 
future. 
 
One of the main aims of the Building the 
Education Revolution program is to create 
local employment by hiring local tradespeople 
and contractors.  The managing contractors 
were selected on the basis of their 
commitment to local employment. Local 
tradespeople and contractors are encouraged 
to submit their interest in P21 work at 
Jerilderie PS by registering on the following 
DET website:

ools/ber/registration/index.htm as soon as 
possible. I urge parents to pass this 
information onto anyone in the building trades 
in our local area – builders, electricians, 
plumbers, concreters, bricklayers, plasterers, 
etc. I do not want local tradespeople to miss 
out on the opportunity to take part in the works 
at our school. 
 
As always, I will keep you informed with this 
exciting Federal Government initiative as they 
come to hand. 

Human Swine Flu Update  
As parents were advised in the note last 
Thursday, Australia is entering a new phase in 
our response to human swine flu, known as 
PROTECT which aims to ensure that people 
at an increased risk of complications from 
influenza are treated early to try to prevent 
severe illness from developing, and to help 
control outbreaks in schools and other 
institutions.  
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On the advice of NSW Health we no longer 
need to exclude staff, parents or students who 
have been to an area where there is known 
community or school transmission of human 
swine flu. As the number of cases of swine flu 
increases in the community, school exclusions 
and closures are unlikely to help in limiting the 
spread of disease as many more children will 
catch swine flu outside school rather than in 
school. 
 
Instead of excluding people who may have 
been to an affected area, or who have been in 
contact with a person with confirmed human 
swine influenza, we will now be asking any 
person with flu symptoms to stay at home until 
they are well. Any student who identifies that 
they are unwell, or is displaying flu� like 
symptoms will be sent to the sick� bay area 
and their parent or carer will be called to take 
them home. 
 
Please watch carefully for any signs or 
symptoms of flu� like illness in your child. 
These symptoms include fever, cough, 
tiredness, muscle aches, sore throat, chills or 
shortness of breath.  
 
NSW Health has advised if you or your child 
develops flu� like symptoms you should seek 
the advice of your family doctor as you would 
with any other illness. Parents have an 
important role to play in helping their children 
understand and follow the government 
hygiene advice. Your help to do this is 
appreciated.

The Education Tax Refund lets you claim up to 50% of 
eligible education expenses for school children. If you 
are eligible, you can get back up to $375 for each 
primary student and up to $750 for each secondary 
student. 
 
You can claim things like text books, stationery and even 
internet costs. 
 
If you receive Family Tax Benefit Part A for a child at 
primary or secondary school, you will be eligible. Some 
other people are eligible too, to find out more about this 
and other information such as what you can and can't 
claim go to http://www.educationtaxrefund.gov.au/home/ 
or call the Tax Office on 13 28 61. 
 
How do I claim the Education Tax Refund? 

·  In your tax return.  
·  If you don't lodge a tax return, claim on a 

separate form or over the phone. 
·  If you use a tax agent, make sure you ask them 

to claim for you. 
 
Remember, you need to keep all receipts for expenses 
you claim.
